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Disaster Management Training; 
UNDP Consultant Talks on Incinerators
Six Fourth Year students of CPF-Banaba, Michelle Cabo, Vanessa Sambo, Angelique Barroga, Joeperson Munoz, Billy Joe Abaela and Normand Rebanal, participated in the three-day training last 13,14, 15 November organized by Buklod Tao and the Center for Disaster Preparedness. This was relatedto the project – Child Oriented Participatory Risk Assessment and Planning.

Attending the training with the six seniors were twelve members of Buklod Tao. Altogether, they comprise the Core Group or Grupong Ubod of the project.The community hall of CPF-Banaba served as Day 1 training venue,while Day 2 and Day 3 were undertaken at the right wing of Holy Cross Chapel in Dona Pepeng Ssubdivision.

A wide range of topics were discussed through powerpoint presentations and workshops, namely: basice concepts of disaster, community-based disaster risk management, basics of child oriented participatory risk assessment, unifying, varying perceptions of risk, hazard assessment, vulnerability and capacity assessment, child’s development stages, questions, tools and tips on facilitating activities with children, key areas of inquiry and developing guide questions. All participants were awarded Certificates of Participation at the closing on the third day.

December 2005 has been earmarked as the implementation period of the survey of children at risk and residents of vulnerable areas- these are the central clienteles of interviews to be undertaken.  

Filipino-American Scientist DR. JORGE EMMANUEL, connected with the Global Environment Facility of the United Nations Development Programme- Global Project on Healthcare Waste Lead International Technical Consultant, arrived in the Philippines last 20 November and stayed till 24 November to conduct series of consultations about incinerators in disguise. Healthcare without Harm coordinated with Buklod Tao for possible appearance of Dr. Emmanuel in communities afflicted with dumpsites, landfills and incinerator projects. San Mateo and Montalban were the popular choice.
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In his two-hour talk attended by CPF students, teachers, and members of community organizations last 24 November at the parish church of San Rafael Archangel Parish, San Rafael, Montalban, this UNDP Consultant explained in simple terms the scientifically proven harmful effects of landfills, dumpsites and incinerators to health and the environment. 
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
