At 2:00 in the afternoon, fourteen  members of Buklod Tao/Kapitbahayan were already assembled at the reading center that  last Sunday of July 2005.

The Clean & Green Core Group, during the action plan session, arrived at a consensus- making every last Sunday of each month as the road clean-up day for the group.

To undertake such sprucing of one street at a time are the recipients of the community service assistanceship program, a joint venture of the Center for Positive Futures, the Marikina Valley Rural Bank, and Builders Bank. Donned with a pair of hand protection cotton gloves, and equipped with stick brooms and other cleaning implement the group, whose call shall henceforth be: Nakikiisa, Nagmamalasakit.  Responsible - commenced sweeping the rubbish laden Everlasting street of Dona Pepeng Subdivision.
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	After the fifty-minute clean-up, the downpour begun and gathered intensity in each passing minute.

The canopy of towering coconut, santol, and manggo trees inside the nearby plant nursery was not enough to serve as shelter from the rain for the hapless group. The reading center was the next refuge for everyone, except Myra, Nanet and Rosita, who decided to buy bananacue for snacks of the group.

While waiting for the rain to dissipate, the gathered mothers started to engage themselves in informal chats centering on their families, children at school, the working husbands, and wishful livelihood opportunities for them.

That huddle of women was observed to be a lively one, interspersed with some laughter… despite the pouring rain.
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
