Meanwhile, Malou Navio, Program Coordinator of Christian Foundation for Children and Aging- Antipolo Project, agreed to bring in bamboo poles for the improvement of the plant nursery. In the afternoon of 06 August, Area Coordinator Lito Ferry together with three youth of Brgy. Calawis, Antipolo City, unloaded one hundred bamboo poles, more or less, at Dona Pepeng Subdivision in San Mateo, where the nursery is located.

The following Sunday morning, four male parents (Rolly Lopez, Bert Vazques, Romy Baruga, Rico Conchas) started the laying out of placement areas of potted seedlings, using the Long Pipe poles from Calawis. In the afternoon, it was the mothers’ turn to do some potting of seedlings.

of recipient parents. The one thousand peso-discount from enrollment fees shall be paid back in terms of fifty hour- community service of parents, while Buklod Tao acts as Facilitator of the program.

The                scheme is to  ensure that parents could defray the monthly tuition of their children studying at CPF.

On 06 August 2005, twelve recipient parent- mothers assembled at CPF-Banaba to discuss with Mrs. Cupino and explore the ways to augment family income. With Misses Regina Bahum and Olive Balagso assisting in three break-up groups, the mothers individually assess their economic capabilities.

Noted were the following income augmentation pursuits: after school classroom clean-up; collection of segregated wastes of CPF-Banaba; dried fish vending; fruit juice preparation.
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
