Buklod Tao and the Center For Positive Futures are both in the forefront of extending services to the peripheral and vulnerable communities. These neighborhoods teem with children living with their respective families. Children have “specific vulnerabilities/needs and capacities that need to be addressed and they have rights which have to be promoted at all times.”

A Child-Oriented Participatory Risk Assessment and Planning (COPRAP) will be conducted in Barangay Banaba, San Mateo, Rizal. This project aims “to further develop Child-Oriented Participatory Risk Assessment (COPRA) by conducting it in an urban flood prone area in one community in San Mateo.

May Fourth Luneta of the Center For Disaster Preparedness Foundation, Inc. (CDPFI) is the Principal Implementor of the research project funded by PROVENTION.

The COPRA was first conducted in three communities affected by armed conflict in Pikit, North Cotabato in the southern part of the Philippines. This was done by CDP in cooperation with Save the Children UK and Balay. This is the take off point of the proposed COPRA and Planning Project in Banaba,. Local Partners of CDP for this project are Buklod Tao, Center for Positive Futures, and the Sangguniang Barangay of Banaba.

The project will last for six months. There will be successive meetings and consultation with the community partners and selected groups of children for the formulation of specific COPRA design.

Already, Buklod Tao has created a Working Group composed of members originating from the sub-areas (Purok) of the Barangay. CPF likewise will assign representatives for Purok 3,4,and 5. CDP conducted an orientation for Buklod Tao about COPRAP. Forty-one members participated in the preliminaries with May Fourth . The orientation was held last 24 August at the gazebo of the organization’s seed bank and plant nursery.
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
